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Theoretical Thinking of the Relation between Population and Institution

Abstract: The historical evolution and modern development of Chinese population were both
affected by various different types of social institution. In the light of the lack of researches
about the relation between population and related institution, this article mainly concen-
trates on the population-related institution and institutional forms, and studies the restric-
tion, adjustment and guidance of demographic behavior influenced by relevant institution,
as well as the effective changes of political population system under the social vicissitudes at
last. The study shows that demographic behavior can be restricted or motivated by multiple
systems. Only by adopting multi-element system, instead of single-element mode of system
changes, can Chinese population obtain a healthy development in the future.
